FEATURES
Mixes External Audio and Guitar

The TM-7 can mix the audio signals from a cassette player or CD player
with what you play on the guitar. This makes it easier {o copy phrases,
and gain valuable guitar practice.

Guitar Ampilifier Simulator

The TM-7 is equipped with a full-scale guitar amplifier simulator that
provides three vofume and three tone controls. The powerful signal of
this guitar amplifier can he reliably output even with LINE recording.

Center Canceler

Allows you to cancel (erase; audio signals oriented at the center of the
sound field, thus effectively muting vocals or a guitar solo.

Send/Return

By connecting an external effects unit to the Send/Return provided on
the TM-7, you can enjoy the guitar sound along with the external effect.
Since the Return supports stereo, you can enjoy the full benefit of effects
units which provide stereg outpul.

Headphone Jack

The TM-7 provides a Headphone jack {stereo mini). By using head-
phones, you can play vour guitar even late at night without being
concerned about what your neighbors think.

CHANGING THE BATTERY

1. Remove the cover from the battery case on the bottom of the unit.
2, Remave the battery from the battery case.

3. Insert a new battery in the hattery case as shown in the illustration.

4. Replace the cover on the battery case.
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* Before connecting the TM-7 with other units, be sure to turn down the volume on any amplifiers, then switch off all units, including the
TM-7. Connecting the units while power is on can cause damage or malfunction.
= If the unil 1o be connected with the TM-7 is monaural, connect it to the LIMONO} jack.
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IMPORTANT NOTES

When using an AC adaptar, use only the specified device tPSA Series).
Use of any ather AC adaptor could result in damage, malfunction or
electric shock.

{POWER SUPPLY)

Before connecting this unit to other devices, turn off the power to all
units; this will help prevent damage or malfunction.

Do not use this unit an the same power circuit with any device that will
generate fine noise; an electric motor or variable lighting system for
example.

The power requirement for this unit is indicated on its nameplate (rear
panel). Ensure that the voltage in your installation meets this require-
ment.

Avoid damaging the power cord: do not step on it. place heavy ohjects
on it, efc,

When discannecting the AC adaptor irom the power outlet, grasp the
plug itself; never pull on the cord.

I the unit is to remain unused for an extended period of time, unplug
the power cord.

wWhen installing or replacing hatteries, refer 1o “CHANGING THE
BATTERY".

(PLACEMENT)

Do not subject the unit to temperature extremes (eg., direct sunlight in
an enclosed vehiclel. Avoid using or storing the unitin dusty or humid
areas, or areas that are subject to high levels of vibration.

Using the unit near power amplifiers (or other eqdipment containing
large power transformers) may induce hum.

Do not expose the unit ta temperature extremes or install it near devices
that radiate heat. Direct sunlight in an enclosed vehicle can deform or
discolor the unit,

(MAINTENANCE)

For everyday cleaning wipe the unit with a soft, dry cloth or one that
has been slightly dampened with water. To remove stubborn dint, use
a mild, non-abrasive detergent. Afterwards, be sure to wipe the unit
thoroughly with a soft, dry cloth.

Never use benzene, thinners, alcohol or solvents of any kind, to avoid
the possibility of discotoration and/or deformation.

(ADDITIONAL PRECAUTIONS)
Protect the unit irom strong impact.

Do not allow ohjects or liquids of any kind to penetrate the unit. In the
event of such an occurrence, discontinue use immediately. Contact
qualified service personnel as soon as possible.

Should a maliunction occur, or i you suspect there is a problem,
discontinue use immediately. Contact qualified service personnet as
soon as possible.

To avaid the risk of electric shock, do nat apen the unil.

(CHANGING BATTERY)

When replacing battery, be sure to insert them correctly (to ensure
correct polarity).

Remove the battery whenever the unit is to remain unused for an
extended period of time.

SEND Jack

Connect an external efiect to this output jack. Connect this jack to the input jack
on the external effect.

RETURN Jacks L(MONO)/R

These input jacks are used for connecting with an extesnal eifects unit. Connect
the output jacks on the externai effect to these jacks. If the external effect
provides only monaural oulput, connect to LIMONO).

* The exfernal effects unit connected to the Send/Return jacks on the TM-7 is
connected to the output from the Guitar Amplifier Simulator.

* Connecling an efiect to the TM-7 may cause a change in the degree of
distortion obtained. If so, rotalte the Master Knob counterclockwise to lower
