Like ihi Special Prosets, the Custom Voioes consist of an
array of volees which can duplicate the sounds of & variety
of instruments, Since the tone gualities and volumes of
the voices in this array vary minutaly, they produce & very
realistie and natural sound,

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PART lll: Automatic Rhythm Accompaniments

for Your Melodies
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Auto Rhythm

This function automatically provides the cleor, crisp
rhythms of percussion instruments like cymbals, drums,
bongos and the like, Why not add a ligtle rhythmic back-
graund to your performance?

1) Choose one of the 106 Ahythm selector buttons and
doprass it,
You can alio combine rhythme to achieve |nterasting
and varied effects by pushing several buttons in any
harlzontal combination simultaneously., [Howewer, it b
not possible to obtain compound rhythms by pressing
both buttend In any one vartical combdnation, )

2} Depress either ona of the Start switches,
If you press the Start swlich on tha right the rhyihm
accompaniment will begin immiediately,
If you press the Synchro Start switch on the left, the
riythmile sccompandmont will cut in &8 000 B8 You
depress either a key on the lower keyboard or one of
the padals. .

This digital display gives a reading of the tempo of the
riythm by indicating tha membar of quaster notes por
minute, This allows you to ascartain the exact tempo of
tha rhythm at a glansa.

® RBhythm Yariation

This function allows you to Introduce & prosslected one-
bar rhythmic variation into the music every four or eight
bars. Since the rhyithms change at netural breaks [n the
musical phrasing, it provides an excellent way to enliven
the musls,

If you depress the OMN button only, the new rhythm
varlation pattern will be introduced avery four bars, To
introduce the varistion every eight bars you must depress
ksxth thie OM and tha 4 Bar/B Bar buttons simultansously.

To produce a break wariation rhythm, simply press the
ON switeh, If you pross this button while the normal
rhivthmie sccompaniment is operating, it will light up
and tha rhythmic pattern will change to the fill-in pattarm.

If you press the Multi Bass button
together wlth the Single Finger Chard, the Flogired
Chard or the Custom &-B.C button, the bass note will slip
out of tho former simplo pattern of al@rnating with tha
chord into a number of other, more comples, pattems
such as the “walking styla’, This permits you to use and
enjoy a wide varlety of sutomatic bass patterns in the
pleces you play.

5 Conglant

This switch ks used to disengage the autormatic accom pani-
mant fram tho autoahythm pattern, Whan the Constant
button and the Single Finger or Fingered Chord bution
are progsed together, tha sutomatic accompanimant will
na longar match the auto-rhythm pattern. Instead, the
chord and the bais note will e produced continuously,
a5 If the respective koys were being held down. This
function can alse be coupled with the Memory funetion
to allow greater flexibility,

® MNormal

This contred cancals the Auto Bass/Chord program. When
the Mormal contraed is OM you may pley the lower kay-
bpard and the pedals to provide any normel sccompani-
mant you may deire without introdecing sutomatic
patterns. When the autorhythm i@ on and the Memory
button |8 depressed together with the Mormal button, the
last sound you played an the lower keyboard will be emit-
ted continuoushy even if you take your hand off,
